Treasurer’s Report:
Ellie Marr reported that the balance in the new bank account at Bank Midwest was $18,707.24. This does not include the $25,000 CD that was obtained from Bank Midwest from treasury funds. Gary Roark motioned that the treasurer’s report be approved. Brian Hess seconded. The motion was carried.
Secretary’s Report:

It was moved by Mark Campbell that the minutes from the April and July meetings be approved. Brian Hess seconded. The motion was carried.
Old Business:
Tom gave everyone a copy of the proposed conference agenda prepared by Errin Kemper. There are still a few spots that have not been firmed up yet, however, the conference schedule still allows for some modifications if there are any adjustments to be made.  Conference fees were discussed and accepted as proposed. The use of Acteva for processing of the 2010 conference fees was discussed. Brian Hess moved that we use the company for the upcoming conference. Mark Campbell seconded. The motion was carried. 

Ellie gave each board member a copy of income and expenses for this past year as a source for the 2010 proposed budget. It was suggested that Conference Speaker Expenses be broken out into the following subcategories: rooms, travel, etc. It was also suggested that Conference Revenues be broken out into exhibitor fees and registration fees.

Conference logistics were discussed. SEMA will continue to support the registration table and will look into tech support.

New Business:
Tom Krahenbuhl announced that Gil Gates resigned effective October 14, 2009. Because of Gil’s resignation, he was appointing Ellie Marr to take over the duties of treasurer until a new treasurer can be elected in April. Dale Schmutzler announced that he was looking for a replacement for Area 1 since Gil also covered that area. Proposed officers for general election in April are: Errin Kemper, President; Ellie Marr, Vice-President; Brian Hess, Secretary; and Mark Campbell, Treasurer.
The following by-law change was discussed by the board. Currently the by-laws read that dues must be paid by January 1st of each year. Some communities pay both dues and conference fees at the same time, consequently, they are technically in arrears with the organization. A proposed change would be:

Article V – Dues

a. Dues due by March 1st of each year, or

b. Delinquent no more than 120 days 

The board agreed that that the second choice of no more than 120 days after the first of every year would be more acceptable. The dues will remain due January 1 of each year with delinquency of no more than 120 days.
Another proposed by-law change discussed by the board is in Article VI, Governance. Tom proposed that we add Membership Secretary as an appointed position and part of the executive committee. The board agreed and Tom will write the language.

The notices of proposed changes must be posted for the general membership to review by February 1, 2010 in order to place on the ballot for vote at the general meeting in April.
SEMA Report:

Randy Scrivner spoke briefly about NFIP reform; however, no one from Region VII was invited to participate.
He also spoke about the Corps of Engineer’s Regional Flood Risk Management Team. Under the permanent charter they meet periodically usually when the District Commander requests. They were brought back after the 2008 flood and in response to levee repair issues. Under their long range planning, they have asked Missouri to put together an inter-agency body to make suggestions about overall Missouri mitigation.

Dale Schmutzler asked for input for proposed workshops and classes for next year.

MoDNR Report:

Mike Wells suggested that someone from the Water Protection Program be invited to speak about stormwater requirements. LeAnn Tippet Mosby would be a good choice. Dale asked for information about stormwater workshops for continuing education credits.

Web Committee:

Charles reported that the website needs to be updated with correct committee names.

Newsletter Committee:

Brian stated that electronic newsletters will continue. He asked for article submissions. He will include information regarding proposed nominations for officers and by-law change proposals.

Historical Committee:

Roger Connell offered to stay involved with the MFSMA and offered to chair this committee and start working on historical data.

George Reidel Award Committee:

Karen McHugh volunteered to chair this committee. Ellie Marr will email her the criteria that were developed for the award.

A motion was made by Gary Roark to adjourn the meeting. Brian Hess seconded the motion. The meeting adjourned at 2:10 p.m.  The next meeting will be held at the SEMA headquarters on January 7, 2010.
