Meeting minutes from the previous meeting of the Board of April 7, 2010 were moved to be approved by Dr. Charles Patterson, seconded by Gary Roark.  Motion approved by Board.

Treasurer’s Report:
Ellie Marr presented that only a few checks had been written related to conference expenses since the treasurer’s report earlier in the week. Tom Krahenbuhl motioned to approve all expenses to be paid relating to the conference.  Mark Campbell second.  Motion approved by Board.

Conference Committee Report:
Errin asked for suggestions or observations from the Board relating to this year’s conference. Charles Patterson suggested separate time frames for formatting multiple speakers in one session.  Other suggestions included providing for less break time on the last day prior to the General Meeting, and include former speakers and presenters on list of invitees for future conferences.  The current email list for invitees includes approximately 2300 people or organizations. 
Web Report:
Tom Krahenbuhl reported that the names and offices of the Board and Area Directors will be updated on the website.

Newsletter Report:
It was suggested by Tom Krahenbuhl the MfSMA participate in a clearing house newsletter with ASFPM.
Membership Report:

Scott Samuels delivered report through Errin Kemper.  Current membership is 224.  He recommends sending out the same letter to members that is posted on the MfSMA website.

New Business:
The ASFPM silent auction is coming soon and MfSMA has contributed items in the past.  Tom Krahenbuhl volunteered to identify and purchase items for the contribution from MfSMA.  Mark Campbell moved to allocate $75 for the purchase of such items.  Charles Patterson second.  Motion approved by Board.
The Conference session evaluation sheets were collected.

Next year (2011) conference dates were discussed.  It was moved by Mark Campbell to establish the MfSMA 2011 Conference for March 29 – April 1st, 2011 at Tan-Tar-A. Seconded by Keith Phipps and approved by the Board.

Gary Roark asked that the Board allocate a gratuity to the persons that provided excellent service to the MfSMA group throughout the conference event.  Gary moved to provide a gratuity to Dennis and Stephanie Bommel, representatives of Tan-Tar-A, in the amount of $50/each from petty cash.  Seconded by Tom Krahenbuhl and approved by the Board.
Randy Scrivner provided updates on behalf of SEMA.  He provided information that SEMA would be able to provide stipends of at least 75% and possibly 100% for the National ASFPM conference as the SEMA budget was approved.  Other information was shared regarding levee regional meetings and risk mapping.

Tom Krahenbuhl noted that FEMA has presented that they are going to stop printing paper maps.  He asked that MfSMA send a letter to FEMA to make paper maps available to print off as needed, particularly for rural areas.

Gary Roark moved to adjourn, seconded by everyone and approved by the Board.
