Motion to accept minutes from last meeting was made by Tom Krahenbuhl, seconded by Darrell Wilson, and unanimously approved.

Treasurers Report

Ms. Lori Miller, Treasurer 

The current balance of $ 20,903.69 was approved as submitted. 

Motion to accept treasurer's report was made by Tom Krahenbuhl, seconded by Darrell Wilson, and unanimously approved.

Committee Reports

Legislative Committee

Errin Kemper and Nick Heatherly discussed sending letters to all legislators in Missouri. We only have 16 portfolios left and it was suggested that we send these to various committees that we might deal with, the legislative committee is taking suggestions for recipients of the portfolios. It does not necessarily have to be a legislator.

Randy Scrivner reported that  Floyd Gilzow of MoDNR would like to be a member of the board.  It was also discussed that MDC has also expressed interest in membership on the board.  

Motion to amend by-laws to include language similar to “the board may appoint additional honorary ex officio board members from related governmental agencies with a unanimous vote” was made by Darrell Wilson, seconded by Gary Roark, and unanimously approved. The legislative committee will draft an amendment to the by-laws for the Association membership to vote on at the annual conference. The board will be allowed to comment on the new language before a membership vote is taken.

The board discussed the option of carrying some type of insurance policy for the organization. Errin Kemper reported that other organizations at the national conference had suggested that they carry liability policies for about $300-400/yr and “errors and omissions” policies for about $1800/yr. Errin will check with the national organization to see if they have any suggestions.

Education committee

The education committee report is as follows:  

1) The newsletters were mailed and everyone should have received theirs by

now.  It's a little thin so we need several good articles for next time.

Lori already has one submitted from the Corps of Engineers.  If everyone is

agreeable, the IMP Pulse Corner will be a recurring segment.

2) A few updates have been done to the website.

3) We don't have dates yet for the new Elevation Workshops in the spring but

as soon as Sonja firms them up I'll let everyone know. 

Roger Connell reported that SEMA and Scott Samuels will be giving a LOMC workshop March 27, April 10, April 24. He also reported that SEMA and MfSMA would like to sponsor the damage assessment class if a computer lab can be found at the various locations. Roger Connell will check into setting up a class that might interest persons in the law profession. This class would likely involve land use in the floodplain.  

Annual Conference Committee

Tom Krahenbuhl reported that reservations are made for May 9-11. Tom has suggested three levels of sponsorship for exhibitors: 

Gold; Cost is $2500 and will include 1 corporate membership and 2 conference passes. 

Silver; Cost is $1500 and will include 1 corporate membership and 2 conference passes. 

Bronze; Cost is $750 and will include 1 corporate membership and 2 conference passes. 

Each sponsorship will include recognition in brochure, website, and newsletter.

The Board discussed this matter for some time with no firm commitment as to how best to formulate the sponsorship and exhibitor fees.  The Conference Committee is going to look into this further and will accept any suggestions from the board.

Tom Krahenbuhl also reported that they informed the hotel that we would not tolerate being overlapped by another meeting.

Regarding speakers: The board discussed getting some more nationaly known speakers as well as speakers covering a wider range of topics.

Pam Huhmann has supplied Nick with a list of distributors/vendors as well as a form letter to send out to each.

Dale Schmutzler contacted ASFPM and got the copy of vendor rates for 2007.

Roger will work to get a copy of the letter used by ASFPM for vendors. 

Nick asked for any ideas on conference speakers. Please forward any ideas to Tom ASAP. 

Nomination Committee

Dale Schmutzler did not have any information to report.

Membership

Roger Connell reported that the letters asking for membership are getting ready to go out.  He also reminded everyone that this year’s membership ends on December 31.

Nick thanked Randy Scrivner for all the hard work he put in on the MfSMA pamphlet. The board agreed that it looked very nice.

Gary Roark made a motion to accept MfSMA pamphlet. This motion was seconded by Tom Krahenbuhl and unanimously approved.

Motion to accept conference registration form was made by Tom Krahenbuhl, seconded by Bob Sfreddo, and unanimously approved.

New Business
